OPENING COMMENTS

California Highway Patrol (CHP) Chief Kevin Davis opened the meeting by welcoming
everyone to the ninth, and last, meeting of the Impaired Driving Task Force (IDTF).

After completing their review of the
recommendations, Chief Davis thanked the group for their efforts and advised CHP staff
would review the entire draft legislative report and make any final edits.

Additionally, the members discussed the due date for the report, potential future working
groups, and thanked each other for their collective efforts.
